Change and more change. A few months ago |
wrote about change, Sorry Day and the benefits
of empathy. Well here we go around again, the
new annual Sorry Day is upon us, and the other
day | was thinking about another facet of change
that may be helpful to share. It seemed clear
that with empathy and love real change is quite
possible, but how it might unfold in our everyday
living is another thing.

Personal change needs to be worked out in our
relationships so we interact in new ways. A
secure relational home base or context providing
love, acceptance and empathy seems essential
to our courage to make a change. But it would
also seem essential for those relationships to be
strong enough to manage those conversations
and resolve those conflicts that allow us to move
forward and relate in new ways.

The Restorative Practices approach to
behaviour at school seems a great example.
First it prioritises healthy relationships, and
secondly, it provides a process for overcoming
those conflicts that hold people back from
growth.

An article by Margaret Armstrong in the Teacher
Learning Network provides a good summary.
‘The underpinning philosophy of Restorative
Practices views schooling in a relational context.
Restorative Practice aims to engage students in
meaningful dialogue and to restore relationships
by involving those most directly affected’... ‘it
becomes a vehicle for culture change in
schools’. ‘Through dialogue, wrongdoers are
encouraged to be accountable for their
behaviour and take responsibility for their
actions by making amends to those affected.
Restorative Practices empowers young people,
be they victim or offender, to act in socially
responsible ways.’

Inspiring stuff — | reckon. This week some of the
teachers and | are going to a Restorative
Approaches training day. Hopefully we can gain
insight into how to further implement this
somewhat revolutionary but also commonsense
approach in  our own precious school
community.
