Dear Parents, Students & Friends of Clapham 
 
Student Free Day tomorrow – Friday 6 th  
Teachers will be working on how we implement the 
Child Protection Curriculum and moderate children’s 
work in English, Science and Maths for the reports. The 
latter is important as it helps assure that the quality of 
work across classrooms is the same. 
 

We will also be assessing a web based Maths program 
called ‘Mathletics’ that some older students have been 
using successfully, and seeing if it has wider use within 
the school.

We 
have looked at many other school reports across the 
state, reviewed what parents have said positively about 
our current reports, and delivered - we think - a report 
that indicates where each child is in relation to the 
SACSA (our state curriculum standards), a grade 
equivalent, a judgement on the effort your child 
demonstrates, and how well your child practises our 
values. 
 
Teachers will soon begin writing the reports up and they 
will go home on the last Wednesday of the term. 

Bike Ed and Growth and Development  
Older students have been undertaking two important 
and interesting programs over the last weeks. Both the 
above programs are really important and excellently 
delivered. The students have certainly learned a great 
deal and it is another example that learning is certainly 
much more than the old 3R’s. 
 

Social Space  
We had initial plans to have an opening of the Social 
Space on Friday afternoon, June 27th. We need to 
comply with a number of Federal Government protocols, 
so keep this afternoon free but stay tuned because the 
opening date may need to be early next term. 
 

Industrial Action  
You may have seen in the press that there could be a 
work stoppage in schools on Tuesday June 17th  around 
Enterprise Bargaining issues. It is too early to say 
whether it will go ahead. I suggest families, for planning 
purposes, consider alternatives for the day now, just in 
case you need them.
