Presentations and Awards. 
Just recently we have been able to present a few 
awards for outstanding achievement – particularly in 
chess and maths – to some of our students. It is 
always a privilege to be able to do this on behalf of 
the school community. 
We also present award certificates at our fortnightly 
assemblies to children who have gained recognition 
in their classes for work done and high behavioural 
standards. Sometimes they are for an improvement 
in personal standards. 
We are justifiably proud of all of these students as 
they strive to do their best.   
 
 
Industrial Action – Last week many teachers in SA 
took industrial action and many schools were closed.

Another point is the change in the way schools are 
funded.  
In discussing possible action we are trying not to 
interfere too much with what we do or inconvenience 
you too much, but we need to get our view across to 
the public. 
This can be delicate because we value your 
cooperation and support for what we do here. 
We will continue to hold these discussions and we 
will keep you informed.
